Notes to help you with your application





When to use a London Building Acts application


Section 20: This applies to tall buildings (higher than 30m, or higher than 25m with a plan area of more than 930m2) and some commercial buildings with a volume of more than 7100 m3.  Extra fire-safety requirements usually apply.


Section 21: This applies to buildings that are to be joined by forming openings through party walls.  We usually set conditions that will help to prevent fire from spreading between the buildings.


Section 30: This applies to certain temporary buildings and structures (although you may want them to be permanent) that are either not covered by the Building Regulations, or are built with materials that may deteriorate if not maintained properly.  Structures such as stages and grandstands put up for a special event are dealt with under this section.


Description of the work and the plans we need


Briefly describe the planned works.  You should send us detailed plans showing how the work will meet the Regulations.  You should show as much detail as possible to save time, as we should not need to contact you for more information.  You should send two extra full sets of the plans, as well as those you sent with any Building Regulations application.


Fees


We set the fees for London Building Acts applications using our powers under Section 3 of the Greater London Council (General Powers) Act 1982.  The fee depends on the type of application you are making, and is shown in the table below.  You must pay the fee when you send us your application.  There is a 50% surcharge for Section 20 applications where we are not carrying out inspection of the related Building Regulations application (i.e. an approved inspector is).
